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Big Changes at Foley

The summer has seen a number of changes in the Foley building, including the addition of an espresso bar
and a copy center on the main floor and a renovated computer lab on the lower level. This fall we are
looking forward to new and expanded services here at Foley. Some of the major changes include:

Reconfiguration of the lower level computer lab
into the Foley Instruction Lab. This lab will replace
the first floor ACT Lab as the library instruction lab.
The new lab can accommodate classes of up to 30
students, allowing each student to have their own
computer. New technology will make the room
more interactive and allow us to provide even better
library instruction to our students. When not being
used as an instruction lab, the room will be open to
students for their personal computing needs. All the
computers have been upgraded with Microsoft Office
2003. These machines automatically log student
users on to their portion of the student H-drive
(which can also be accessed from off-campus
computers).

The 24 hour study lounge has been completely
reconfigured. Starting this fall it will be home to
Jazzman’s at Foley, a new espresso bar. It will also
be home to Paw Prints, a copy service center. The
lounge will still be open 24 hours with comfy chairs
and access to vending machines.

New Databases at Foley

The newest additions to Foley library’s Indexes and Databases include resources
provided by EBSCO which will significantly enhance library research in many fields.
With the addition of the EBSCOhost databases, students will now have access to an
additional 15,000 full-text electronic publications, including magazines, newspapers
and scholarly journals in many different disciplines.

General and Interdisciplinary EBSCO databases
Academic Search Premier is a multi-disciplinary index comparable to ProQuest
which includes full-text for over 4,500 scholarly publications.

Newspaper Source includes 25 national and international newspapers in full-text, as
well as radio and television transcripts. It also includes selected articles from over 200
regional U.S. newspapers.

TOPICSearch is a current events database with articles related to scientific, social,
political and economic issues of current debate in today’s classrooms.

Business
Business Source Premier is a comprehensive business database with full-text for over
3,800 scholarly business journals.

Computer Source includes over 400 publications covering technology and computing
issues and topics.

Regional Business News provides comprehensive coverage for regional business
publications.

Education
ERIC is the most comprehensive and important index for the field of education. It
indexes nearly 1,000 educational journals and thousands of publications issued as
ERIC documents on microfiche, many of which are available online (1997-present).

MAS Ultra (School Edition) is designed for high school libraries with over 500
popular and general interest publications as well as biographies and primary source
documents.

Middle Search Plus provides popular magazines for middle and junior high school
students.

NoveL.istK-8 is a fiction database for elementary and middle school schools with book
review and teacher resources such as reading level indicators.

Primary Search provides popular magazines for elementary school research with
reading level indicators.

Professional Development Collection is designed for professional educators with a
collection of over 750 full-text journals.

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Humanities and Social Sciences
American Humanities Index provides bibliographic references to literary, scholarly
and creative journals published since 1975.

Communication and Mass Media Complete is a comprehensive database for
research related to all aspects of communication and mass media topics.

Psychology and Behavioral Sciences Collection provides full-text for over 500
journals indexed in PsycINFO.

Religion and Philosophy Collection indexes over 300 full-text journals in the fields of
theology and philosophical studies.

Medical Databases
Alt Health Watch covers complementary and alternative medicine dating back to
1990.

Clinical Pharmacology provides up-to-date information on U.S. prescription drugs, as
well as herbal and nutritional supplements and over-the-counter products.

Health Source provides consumer health information related to medical sciences, food
science, sports medicine and general health.

Health Source (Nursing/Academic Edition) indexes over 800 journals in many
medical disciplines.

MEDLINE allows users to search abstracts from over 4,600 current biomedical
journals.

Reference Databases
Funk & Wagnalls New World Encyclopedia provides over 25,000 encyclopedic
entries covering a variety of subject areas.

MasterFILE Premier includes general reference sources for biographies, photos,
maps and other primary sources.

Military and Government Collection includes articles related to all branches of the
military.

NoveList is an online readers’ advisory for finding fiction books with full-text reviews
and booklists arranged by genre, theme or award.

Sciences
Biological Abstracts is a complete collection of life science journal literature from
1995- present.

EBSCO Animals provides information on topics related to the nature and habitat of
familiar animals.
