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Mt. St. Michael’s Rare Books

The Special Collections Department of the Foley
Center Library has a rare collection from the Mt.
St. Michael’s Library (once owned by the Jesuits).
These 3000 rare volumes have not yet been
entered into Foley’s catalog. Recent funding
from the Washington State Library has allowed
Foley to hire a rare book conservator. Kathleen
Orlenko, from Santa Clara, will spend a week
analyzing the conservation needs of the Mt. St.
Michael’s Rare Book Collection.

Along with Kathleen, Sharon Prendergast is
gathering information from OCLC (an on-line
international catalog). A sampling of 300 books
was pulled from the collection. She is searching
OCLC to see if any cataloging records exist and
who, if anyone, has other copies.

Their research and other scholarly input will
help determine the uniqueness and importance
of the collection. It will also help determine the
conservation and cataloging needs. Once all of
the information is gathered, the findings will be
used in a National Endowment for the
Humanities grant application, due in July.

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VERNE F. RAY DONATION

The Foley Center Library has been honored with the personal library and papers of noted
Northwest anthropologist Verne Ray, who died recently at age 98 in Port Townsend,
Washington. Ray’s manuscripts and the more rare published texts will be added to the
Library’s Special Collections Department, while the other valuable texts on anthropology
and Northwest history will join the general collection.

Verne Ray began his professional life as a Professor of Anthropology at the University of
Washington in 1928, a position he retained until his retirement in 1966. Having taken his
doctorate at Yale University, Ray returned for three years in the early 1950s as Research
Director for the New Haven based Human Relations Area Files, Inc. organization. During
this time he was elected President of the American Ethnological Society. Ray also taught
anthropology at UCLA on a Visiting Professor basis in the 1940s. During his academic
career, Ray focused his field research primarily on the Salishan tribes of the Inland
Northwest, the Quinault and Lower Chinook of Western Washington and the Modoc of
Northern California. His 1932 study, The Sanpoil and Nespelem: Salishan Peoples of
Northeastern Washington, remains highly regarded and has been twice reprinted. Ray has
also been cited as helping to pioneer the field of “ethnohistory,” which merges the
discipline and procedures of anthropology with history and historical documentation.
For example, he would combine oral histories of Native Americans with pioneer and
missionary accounts and with documentation from the Hudson Bay Co. and the Lewis &
Clark expedition.

Ray is particularly known for his work as a consultant in the years following his
retirement, and the manuscripts portion of this donation principally reflects this period of
his career. Acting on the rights established by the Indian Claims Commission Act of 1946,
many Tribes in the late 1960s began pursuing compensation for unlawful loss of tribal
property to the U.S. government. Through his research and expert testimony on historical
tribal boundaries, Ray became an effective and highly sought advocate for these plaintiffs.
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Oh, no...not microfilm!

When you find out that your research document is on
microfiche or microfilm, are you tempted to just skip it
rather than struggle to figure out how to retrieve it?
Cheer up - help has arrived!!

Foley Center Library now has two state-of-the-art
microform digitizing scanners that will turn that
research headache into an experience that you just
might enjoy. These machines transform tiny microform
images into something readable, then gives you options
for retrieving a copy for your research needs.

With Adobe software, you will be able to create files of the pages you need. These scanned
images can then be sent to the library print station and printed for $.05 per page. Or you can save
on printing costs by emailing the file to yourself. If you have a very large document, then you
can create a CD to transfer your information.

These machines are located on the lower level of Foley and written
directions can be found by each machine. These will guide you step-by-
step through the scanning, printing, emailing or making of a CD. If you
have any questions, student workers or librarians can assist you. So the
next time your research leads to microform material, you may want to
check it out. You just might prefer scanning it to wrestling with a book
and photocopier. ~Kelly Jenks

The Man Who Walked Between the Towers illustrated and written by
Mordicai Gerstein (Roaring Brook Press/Millbrook Press)

This true story recounts the daring feat of a spirited young Frenchman
who walked a tightrope between the World Trade Center twin towers in
1974. His joy in dancing on a thin wire high above Manhattan and the
awe of the spectators in the streets far below is captured in exquisite ink
and oil paintings that perfectly complement the spare, lyrical text.
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Newbery Medal
The Tale of Despereaux: Being the Story of a Mouse, a Princess, Some
Soup, and a Spool of Thread written by Kate DiCamillo, illustrated by
Timothy Basil Ering (Candlewick Press)

“The Tale of Despereaux” draws the reader into an enchanting account of
a smaller-than-usual mouse in love with music, stories and a princess
named Pea. This tiny hero faints at loud noises but gathers the courage to
tulfill his dreams.

Coretta Scott King Author Award
The First Part Last written by Angela Johnson (Simon & Schuster Books for
Young Readers)

“The First Part Last” takes place in urban New York City and tells the story of
Bobby, a 16-year-old artist and single parent raising his daughter alone. In
short alternating chapters between "now" and "then," Bobby struggles to
balance the rigors of fatherhood in the absence of Nia, Feather's mother.

Coretta Scott King Illustrator Award
Beautiful Blackbird written and illustrated by Ashley Bryan (Atheneum
Books for Young Readers)

In "Beautiful Blackbird," Bryan has adapted a folktale from the Ila-
speaking people of Zambia. His rhythmic and often-repeated "black
is beautiful, uh-huh" message of self-acceptance and tolerance
emphasizes that beauty comes from within.
